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ICAR-CICR organizes farmer’s awareness camp on “Integrated Management of Cotton Pink Bollworm” at 
Chamorshi, Dist. Gadchiroli under TSP 
The widespread pink bollworm infestation on Bt cotton in Maharashtra added losses to cotton farmers during the previous 
year. Therefore, it was important to provide management strategies for pink bollworm devised by ICAR-Central Institute 
for Cotton Research, Nagpur; in new cotton crop area of tribal dominated Gadchiroli and Nandurbar districts. In this 
context, one day farmer’s awareness camp on “Integrated management of cotton Pink bollworm” was organized on 19th 
September, 2018 at Chamorshi, Dist. Gadchiroli by ICAR-CICR in collaboration with KVK, Gadchiroli at Shikshak Patpdhi 
Sabhagruh, Chamorshi, Dist- Gadchiroli under Tribl Sub Plan. Team of multidisciplinary scientists comprising of Dr S. M. 
Wasnik, Principal Scientist (Extension), Dr Vinita Gotmare, Principal Scientist (Plant Breeding & Genetics) and Nodal Officer 
(TSP), Dr Babasaheb Fand, Scientist (Entomology), Dr Dipak T. Nagrale, Scientist (Plant Pathology) and Mr Ramsingh 
Salame (Technical Officer) addressed farmers.  
Dr S M. Wasnik in his address gave detailed information about e-Kapas programme and cotton technologies for the benefit 
of cotton farmers and urged the cotton farmers to register their mobile number for getting voice messages free of costs 
from CICR regarding cotton cultivation, recommended practices and agro-advisories.  
Dr. Vinita Gotmare provided information about cotton production, their marketing and TSP program for the welfare of 
farmers in tribal dominated Gadchiroli and Nandurbar district of Maharashtra. She discussed the role of various aspects 
like selection of quality seeds, cultivation practices, crop rotation, adoption of recommended varieties etc. for enhancing 
cotton production.  
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Dr Babasaheb Fand briefed about past and present situation of pink bollworm and sensitized farmers about pink bollworm 
infestation in cotton, reasons for pest infestation, integrated management practices and installation of pheromone traps 
for PBW management in fields. Also, spoke about safe handling of pesticides and drawbacks of pesticides mixture and 
advised to spray only recommended chemicals.  
Dr Dipak T. Nagrale explained various diseases during whole season of cotton cultivation in the fields, their causes, 
identification, symptoms and integrated disease management practices.  
On this occasion, Dr Sandip Karhale, Co-ordinator, KVK-Gadchiroli; Sh. Dnyaneshwar Thatod, Sh. Hemant Undirwade from 
KVK, Gadchiroli, Sh. V. A. Rajput were also present. Pheromone Traps for monitoring infestation of Pink Bollworm were 
distributed to 200 Tribal Farmers during this Awareness Programme. About 250 farmers from nearby villages Chamorshi 
and Gadchiroli attended the programme. Mr Ramsingh Salame proposed the vote of thanks.
